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England Hockey Knockout Competitions (EHKC)

Regulations 2007-2008 (As agreed August 2007)
DCHUA Appointing to EHKC Games:

The RHUA (the West in the case of a Devon team playing at home) have delegated the appointment of umpires in EHKC games to DCHUA. 

Basic Game Information:

The relevant DCHUA Appointment Secretary is responsible for the listing each ENKC game as it is published by England Hockey, which includes the home team, away team and date.

Detailed Game Information:

The Home Team is then required to update the fixture on the DCHUA Website as soon as time and venue have been agreed with the opposition team.
DCHUA Appointments:

Once the full game information is known then the relevant DCHUA Appointment Secretary will appoint to the game.

Confirming DCHUA Appointed Umpires:

The EHKC rules state that, “The home team must contact both Umpires (if appointed) to confirm arrangements by 8.00pm on the Thursday that is 10 days prior to the match.  Failure to do so may result in a fine.”
Payment of Umpires:

DCHUA will charge the home team for the umpires it appoints.  The fee, unless otherwise notified, shall be the same fee it changes for league games.

UMPIRES

Appointment of umpires

Teams are required to liaise with the appropriate body as outlined below regarding the appointment of umpires.  Unless specified otherwise by the relevant body, it is then the home team’s responsibility to confirm the game with the appointed umpires.  The relevant body will be responsible for the appointment of BOTH umpires.

Men’s & Women’s Cup

The Cup shall until the last 32 be the responsibility of the Regional Hockey Umpires Association (RHUA).  The last 32 shall be the responsibility of the National Programme Umpires Association (NPUA).  Home teams must contact their RHUA up until the last 32 to be advised of the appointments.  After the last 32, the appointments will be available on the NPUA website.
Men’s & Women’s Trophy & Vase, Men’s Veterans & Vintage

The RHUA of the home drawn side shall appoint both umpires until the Finals when the NPUA shall make appointments.  Home teams must contact their RHUA to be advised of the appointments.
Boys/Girls U15/U18 Cup & Plate,  Mixed Trophy & Plate, & Second XI Cup & Trophy

Umpire appointments in all rounds up until the quarter finals are the responsibility of the participating teams.  Each team shall provide its own umpire who shall be minimum Level One Umpire Award accredited and registered as active.  For the quarter finals and semi finals, the RHUA shall make the appointments and the NPUA shall appoint to finals.
No Umpires Available from Appointing Body:
If the appointing body is unable to allocate umpires, each team will provide its own umpire, or, in the event that one team cannot provide an umpire, either team may provide both umpires, who shall be minimum Level One Umpire Award accredited and registered as active. 

Where teams are responsible for appointing their own umpires and are unable to do so, that team will be deemed to have forfeited the game.  If both teams are unable to appoint an umpire, lots will be drawn by the Competitions Department to determine who goes through to the next round.

Payment of Umpires:
Where the RHUA has made the appointment as specified above, the RHUA will invoice the HOME side the sum of up to £35 to cover the expenses of both umpires.  This invoice shall be entitled “Officiating Fee” and shall be cover the appointment of both umpires.  No payment should be made to the umpires on the day of the game.  In the last 32 of the Cup onwards England Hockey will invoice the home team the sum of £35 as a contribution towards the expenses of the two umpires.  The relevant appointing body as specified above (regulations 9.1-9.1.3) will then be responsible for paying the Umpires’ expenses.
