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Level One Umpire Qualification Process
1. Apply to take a course (you will be listed as an ‘Aspiring Umpire’ on the DCHUA Website).

2. Take a Level One Course (see ‘Level One Umpire Courses’ on the Web Handbook section of the DCHUA website for details).

3. Pass the Theory Test (you must pass the exam to proceed further).

4. You now become a Level One Candidate; complete the Level One Candidate Registration Form, pass to the Course Organiser, and your details will be updated/registered on the DCHUA website.

5. Do the 3 practice games (arrange with DCHUA to be mentored or coached; it’s free!).

6. The more games you do the better.  The sooner you do them after your course the better also as time dims the memory and blunts the motivation!

7. You have ONE YEAR (that’s 12 months, or 365 days) to be passed by an Assessor (the names of Assessors are listed on the DCHUA website).

8. Apply to a Level One Assessor to be assessed (YOU will also need to print off the Level One Umpire England Hockey AND Level One Umpire Devon Registration forms from the website).
9. Take these 2 forms and your Match Record Card to the assessment game and hand to the Assessor (if you don’t, you won’t pass).

10. The Level One Assessor completes the England Hockey and Devon Registration Forms and the successful Level One Candidate sends them to the relevant organisations.

11. Devon receives details of your Level One Registration and informs you.

12. You will be invited to join DCHUA.

WARNING:

After 12 months, if you have not passed the Assessment Game, you will have failed the course and will have to start ALL OVER by taking the course and exam again!
